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The goal is to analyze the development of small
and medium-sized businesses in developed coun-
tries and the Republic of Kazakhstan, and to iden-
tify the degree of their availability.

Methodology - economic, statistical and graphic
methods were used for the study.

Conclusions - to identify development trends and
reasons for the vulnerability of SMEs in Kazakh-
stan under crisis conditions.

Application - the development of new approaches
in state policy on the formation and development
of SMEs, taking into account the crisis conditions
that developed in 2020.

To build a competitive economy in the Republic
of Kazakhstan, the development of small and me-
dium-sized businesses (SME) plays an important
role. In the developed economies, SMEs account
for more than a half of the total volume of the
aggregate national product. The indicator of the
share of SMEs is calculated by the formula - as the
ratio of the total volume of gross value added to
the gross value added of economic entities.

In quantitative terms, this figure increased at the
beginning of 2020 and reached 29.5%. This was
announced by Prime Minister of the Republic of
Kazakhstan Askar Mamin in his speech at an ex-

But this indicator is still at a low level, so it would
be useful to study SMEs in developed countries
of the world and analyze their state. Such an ap-
proach to studying the situation will help to more
flexibly overcome the crisis situation in 2020, to
adequately assess government measures to sup-
port SMEs. Also, an analysis of foreign experience
would benefit the economy of Kazakhstan, since
in those countries small and medium enterprises
produce about 50-70% of GDP.

So, for example, at the end of 2019 in the Nether-
lands, this amounted to 63% (572.67 billion USD),
in the USA - 50% (10,714 billion USD), in Great
Britain — 51% (1441.77 billion USD), in Germany
- 53% (2038.38 billion USD), in Finland - 60%
(161.4 billion USD) (data processed by the author
from the websites: https://takeprofit.org/statistics/
gdp/united-states/ and http: // www.ereport.ru/
stat.php?razdel=country).

If the structure of SME development in the United
States is considered in more detail, then they all
SMEs are divided into three groups: microenter-
prises (employing up to 20 people, in total 19.6
million people), small enterprises (up to 100 peo-
ple, in total 18.4 mln people) and medium-sized
enterprises (up to 500 people, in total 14.6 mln
people). Also, Americans pay a great attention to
social entrepreneurship. In the United States, at
the legislative level, such categories of entrepre-
neurs are singled out as: women entrepreneurs,
entrepreneurs with disabilities, entrepreneurs, war
veteran entrepreneurs, entrepreneurs in sparsely
populated areas, and others. Such detailed group-
ings help researchers to analyze in more detail the
activities of each group and propose targeted sup-
port measures and related benefits.

Thus, the state also implements social policy,
which significantly affects the development of
the country. It should be noted that each of the
listed groups has a fixed percentage of the volume
of orders, and this is monitored by a government
agency — the US Small Business Administration.

Another useful experience for Kazakhstan is the
access of American small businesses to the state
defence orders. This is a powerful impetus for the
development of SMEs engaged in innovative tech-
nologies.

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Modern researchers note both negative and posi-
tive impact on SMEs - inequality in the well-
being of the population. This is reflected in the
researches of T. Piketty and S. Kuznets. Among
Kazakhstani researches, there are few works on
the problem of inequality. As 2020 showed, the
country’s economic and social well-being is high-
ly susceptible to external shocks.

Also, the country’s economy is affected by the de-
pendence of the budget on the volatility of the oil
market, the growth of GDP, the structure of em-
ployment and prices for non-food products.

The compiled correlation-regression identified
the factors influencing the number of registered
enterprises. The first natural factor is the popu-
lation size, that is, with an increase in the popu-
lation size, the number of registered enterprises
increases.

The second important factor is the prices for
non-food products. That is, if prices rise, then
this creates a favourable environment for future
entrepreneurs.

The paper also provides an analysis of lending to
SMEs. Analysis of data from 2010-2019 indicates
an increase in the volume of loans. The exception
is the loan portfolio of 2013, when the volume of
loans decreased from 1,412 billion tenge (2012)
to 1,283 billion tenge (2013). The year of 2020
reduced loans for SMEs even more, the amount
for all loan support programmes amounted to 864
billion tenge since the beginning of the year (data
from the portal primeminister.kz). The country
has such programmes as the Economy of Simple
Things, Business Roadmap-2025, Enbek.

If we compare lending to Kazakhstan and other
countries belonging to the OECD group, these in-
dicators show a low level of lending to SMEs in
relation to GDP, that is, Kazakhstan lags signifi-
cantly behind developed economies. In 2019, this
indicator was just under one third of the coun-
try’s GDP. Among SMEs, there is an increase in
the bankruptcy of companies in Kazakhstan com-
pared to the OECD countries. This testifies to the
existing serious problems in Kazakhstan. Accord-
ing to the survey results, the respondents noted
the lack of business profitability (40.3%) as one
of the main reasons for bankruptcy About 6% of
respondents complained about the lack of funds.

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Suggestions / conclusions. As a result of the analy-
sis, the following conclusions were made: the level
of early entrepreneurial activity in the Republic
of Kazakhstan is below its median value in the
world; entrepreneurial activity in the Republic
of Kazakhstan is stagnating; small and medium-
sized businesses today account for about 29% of
Kazakhstan’s GDP, which is much less than in de-
veloped countries (50-80%); only a third of the
demand for small and medium-sized businesses
in finance is currently fully satisfied. Summing
up, it can be stated that the situation on the entre-
preneurial market in the Republic of Kazakhstan
is not effective enough. Therefore, the authorities
need to develop a new programme to stimulate
the development of entrepreneurial activity.
